MEMORANDUM FOR ALL WRAMC INVESTIGATORS AND AUTHORS





SUBJECT:  Guidelines for the Clearance of Publications and Abstracts





1.  All written materials (e.g., manuscripts, abstracts, case reports) being submitted for publication/presentation that reflect WRAMC affiliation must be approved by the individual's appropriate professional chain of command and the Department of Clinical Investigation.





2.  If a publication is representative of research performed at or through WRAMC, the Department of Clinical Investigation will review the material for adherence to clinical investigation regulations to assure that the research has been conducted under a WRAMC approved protocol (if appropriate) and that human subjects have been adequately protected.  The following information will be provided in the Materials and Methods or Acknowledgment section of all publications (as appropriate):





    a.  The WRAMC Clinical Investigation Committee, the Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee, and/or the Human Use Committee approved the research.





    b.  All subjects enrolled into the study voluntarily agreed to participate and gave written informed consent.





    c.  Funding for the study was provided by the Department of Clinical Investigation, under Work Unit #______.





3.  All publications reflecting WRAMC affiliation will state on the cover page:





    "The opinions or assertions contained herein are the private views of the


    Authors and are not to be construed as official or as reflecting the views


    Of the Department of the Army or the Department of Defense."





4.  To obtain publication clearance, complete the “Request for Publication Clearance” form (pub-clear.doc) on the DCI website.
